II.Warmer (5’)
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- Ask sts to tell the meanings of the green light, yellow light and  red light of the traffic light.

A road signal for directing vehicular traffic by means of colored lights, typically red for stop, green for go, and yellow for proceed with caution. 

III. New lesson

- Reads the words for the modal (3 times). Then helps Ss to repeat (2 times).

- Checks S’s reading in individual & corrects the mistakes.

- Writes the words on the Bb & checks the meaning & the pronunciation.
