- Has them to use their itinerary to make similar dialogue.

- Calls on some pairs to practice before class.

- Comment and correct.

III. Post-speaking: (10’) Listening

- Ask ss to listen to the weather reports. Then fill in the blanks in the table with the information they hear.

- Play the tape twice for Ss to listen and do the task.

- Get feedback.

- Play the tape again for them to check their answer.

- Give correct answer.
