2. True / False statements predictions:

- Ask Ss to work in group to guess and report. 

1. Prediction check: 

- Turn on the tape and ask Students to look at the their books to check their predictions, then compare with a friend 

- Call on some Students to read their results 

- Give feedback   1.T 2.T 3.T 4.F (considerate and generous) 

2. Comprehensions questions: 

- Ask Students to work in pairs to practice asking and answering the questions.

- Call on some pairs to practice in front of class. 

- Give feedback: 

a) to her dad 

b) He is possibly dead. These ideas may tell you that. how much you are missed Now I have children, dad 

c) His sense of humor. 

d) a father as a teacher, a care taker, a friend, a mother. 

- Have Ss copy in their notebooks. 

Discussion

- Tell Ss to work in small groups of 3 to 4 and discuss their fathers

Can you tell me about your father? 

How old is he? 

What does he do? 

What does he look like? 

What do you like best about him? 

What are your feelings and opinions about him? 

Which memories do you have about your father that you remember until now?
