	2. While- writing 

 -  Have students write a paragraph (100-120) describing a popular celebration

- Peer correction 

- Ask students to write the second draft

- Ask two students to write on the board

- Correct mistakes and give feedback for the whole class 

- Collect student’s papers, give comment and correct some serious mistakes
	 - Write the paragraph

- Exchange and correct mistakes for their partners

-  write the second draft.
